FROM THE PASTOR
Dear friends of God,
        As we celebrate Labor Day, I find it a good 
opportunity to remember that it is not simply the last hurrah 
of summer before the school year begins.  The holiday has 
a very interesting history.  
        A friend who teaches high school would cringe that I 
am using Wikipedia as a source, but here it is….

“The first Labor Day in the United States was 
celebrated on September 5, 1882, in New York City. In 
the aftermath of the deaths of a number of 
workers…during the 1894 Pullman Strike, President 
Grover Cleveland put reconciliation with Labor as a 
top political priority. Fearing further conflict, 
legislation making Labor Day a national holiday was 
rushed through Congress unanimously and signed into 
law a mere six days after the end of the strike.  By the 
20th century, all 50 U.S. states have made Labor Day a 
state holiday.”

        The difficult history of Labor Day is even more of a 
lesson today since we live in a world and a country deeply 
in need of reconciliation.  We are a polarized people.  This 
has been compounded by our 24-hour news cycle that 
seems to be a monster that thrives off conflict.  I invite all 
of us to take a moment amidst the holiday to pray for 
reconciliation in those areas of our personal and civic life 
that need the peace that only God can offer.
